Hoarding: Is there such a thing as too much love? 
Sometimes things spiral out of control when well-meaning animal-lovers take on too 
much. SCHS is there to help. 

ªI have lots of animalsÐCould I be a hoarder?º It©s important to note that not 
everyone who has multiple animals is an animal hoarder. A person may have a dozen 
animals, and all are spayed or neutered and provided with regular veterinary care and 
a sanitary environment. This person would not be an animal hoarder. Even rescuers 
who occasionally become overwhelmed are not considered hoarders if they are      
actively trying to modify the situation. That said, if you think you might have too many 
animals to care for properly, please contact your local shelter or a veterinarian for 
help.

It was a bitter January day in 2007 when SCHS received a call from the Sheboygan County Sheriff©s Department. 
An animal abuse case had been called in to the department, and they needed help with the situation. Our Humane 
Officer certified staff responded to the call and found numerous animals chained up in a yard at a residence south-
west of Plymouth.  

While on the scene, one of the officers heard barking off in the distance and went to investigate. On a hill away
from the house stood a bank of six dog kennels. Five of the dogs were "winter breeds" with thick coats, but the sixth 
was a very thin Dalmatian, shivering in the cold with no food or water and standing on six inches of frozen waste.
The shelter workers asked the Sheriff©s Deputy to seize the dogs, and the little Dalmatian, named Heidi, was      
immediately taken to the shelter for care.

The staff at SCHS launched into action, contacting a Dalmatian rescue for Heidi. Within days, a wonderful, qualified 
adopter was located in Fort Wayne, Indiana. A shelter volunteer transported Heidi to her new home with Chris 
Knight and her Dalmatian family.

Every year at Christmas, Heidi and Chris send a card to SCHS along with 
their thanks for uniting them and turning Heidi©s deplorable living situation 
into a happy heart-to-heart tale.

This year, Chris reports that Heidi has turned 13 year old and is still doing 
great. This is a very senior age for a Dalmatian.

We©re grateful to Chris for giving Heidi a great home for all these years and 
that this little abused dog found the loving and secure life she deserves.

HOARDING: (Continued from Page 1)

How are the animals affected in hoarding cases?
The consequences for hoarded animals vary in each case depending on how long the behavior remains 
undiscovered. In some cases, there are few visible signs of animal suffering, though animals suffer from 
lack of exercise, the stress of chronic confinement, crowding, fear and lack of socialization. Physical 
signs of suffering include weight loss, poor hair coat, and parasites. As conditions deteriorate and       
animals accumulate, ammonia levels increase from feces and urine, and infectious diseases spread.  
Additionally, injuries, illnesses, and starvation may begin to set in.  

How do hoarding cases affect SCHS? 
There was a recent case of hoarding in Sheboygan in which 50 dogs, cats, and birds were found in       
deplorable conditions. The treatment of these animals cost SCHS about $5,000 in extra staff time,      
veterinary treatment for parasitic infestations, infections, malnutrition, illnesses, and injuries. We also 
bore the burden of the overcrowding of other animals at the shelter, since the healing and socialization 
for severely neglected animals takes a long time. We're willing to do this because animals living in filth 
and neglect is intolerable to us. Every animal deserves to be loved and cared for. Check out our
website: www.MySCHS.com for more details about this  hoarding event in Sheboygan. 

Baby Boy and Shannon  
Baby Boy, an adolescent stray cat, was found nearly starving. As he recovered 
at SCHS, a caregiver noticed his eyes were cloudy. Dr. Lord examined him 
and determined that Baby Boy had cataracts. His vision continued to worsen.  

The staff and volunteers at SCHS fell in love with Baby Boy and refused to 
give up hope for him. A volunteer asked if she could take him to a veterinary 
ophthalmologist. The ophthalmologist said he had juvenile cataracts that could 
have developed from his poor nutrition as a stray or from a hereditary factor. 
He predicted it would not get any worse. However, it wouldn©t improve, either. 

Baby Boy starred as a Featured Cat on our website. Shannon saw him, and it 
was love at first sight! She wasn't blind to the rest of his charms, so she 
adopted him. He may require a little extra care, but it is likely that he will     
continue to live a long and happy life. Just as humans adjust to the onset of 
blindness, so do cats. He will learn to rely on his many other exceptional cat 
senses, the first one is his new sense of well-being!
